	Objectives
	1. To help students develop a lofty and bold vision for what their school will be in the future including ideal adult practices, ideal student practices, and ideal achievement data.  
2. To secure beautiful original art work from which the Indiana Student Achievement Institute (ASAI) can select pieces that may be published as the Indiana Conference on Learning program cover, note cards, displayed on the organization’s website, and/or displayed in the organization’s offices.

	Background
	The Indiana Student Achievement Institute is a non-profit organization that helps schools with the process of improvement in order to raise student achievement and close achievement gaps that may exist for underserved populations including low-income and underrepresented minority students.  Launched in 1996, ASAI provides leadership training for small school-community groups interested in raising achievement and closing achievement gaps in their school.  The institute is supported by the Indiana Twenty-first Century Scholars Program using federal Gear Up funding.  It is also endorsed by many organizations including the Indiana Department of Education, Indiana Commission for Higher Education, and the Indiana Association of School Principals.

Schools participating in the Indiana Student Achievement Institute send a team to regularly scheduled training sessions.  The team consists of the principal, two teachers, a counselor, a parent, and a representative of the business community.  Between training sessions, the team facilitates components of the Vision-to-Action school improvement process with their full faculty, student body, and representatives of community stakeholder groups. The Vision-to-Action model is a discovery process that helps schools and communities create a common vision for student success, set data targets related to their vision, identify local barriers to learning, and create targeted strategies for school improvement.  With dreams, data, and determination, InSAI schools and communities work together to raise achievement and close achievement gaps.


	Benefit
	Participating in this art contest is a wonderful opportunity to gain statewide exposure for your creative talents and an award to include in your college application, resume, or art portfolio.  At the same time, you be helping the Indiana Student Achievement Institute convey high expectations for all students to enable them to become 1) successful learners, 2) responsible citizens, and 3) productive members of a global economy.

Should I include any words in my artwork?

You should include the word “vision” in your artwork.  While your art work is depicting the vision at your school, please do not include the name of your school.
Should I sign my artwork?

It is up to the artist if he or she wishes to sign the artwork. We recommend signing it in the lower right-hand corner as to not distract from the image.

Will my artwork be returned to me?
If your artwork is not chosen as an award winner or honorable mention, your artwork will be returned to you.
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
